(Typically use one drop of activator per drop of
exposed adhesive).

1. Apply one coating of Activator to the area to be bonded by
spray, brush or dipping. Contaminated surfaces may need
special cleaning or degreasing prior to activation to remove
any soluble contamination.

2. Allow LOCTITE® SF 7109™ to fully evaporate from parts
prior to bonding to avoid solvent entrapment within the bond
joint.
